UAT Setup Operating Instructions for MAC OS

MAC OS compatibility with UAT firmware version 3.01

. In earlier versions of MAC operating systems they did not support USB use of track commands.
Versions 9.1 or higher will play audio through the UAT to a Soundcast receiver or speaker, however
track commands will not function.

. In later versions of MAC operating systems the USB track commands are supported. Versions
10.4.11 and higher (with iTunes version 3.0 and higher) will play audio to a Soundcast receiver or
speaker, and track controls on Soundcast receivers or speakers will function properly.

Setup Procedure:

1) Close all media players. This includes iTunes.
2) Connect the UAT to the computer’s USB port. Make sure that the green LED at the base of the
UAT lights up.
3) On your computer open “System Preferences” and click on the “Sound” icon as seen in figure 1.
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4) Click on the “Output” tab and use the mouse to select “USB Audio DAC Device”. Make sure the

“Mute” check box is unchecked as shown in figure 2. Close the “Sound” window.
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5) Turn on the Soundcast receiver or speaker and the blue light should illuminate on the UAT base to
indicate it is linked to the receiver or speaker. If not, refer to the UAT owners manual for setup instructions.
6) Open your media player and select the audio track to play. If audio does not play refer to the

setup instructions in the Soundcast transmitter and receiver or speaker manuals.
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
